BUNCRANA is a small market town, in the parish of
Lower Faman, barony of Innishowen West, county of
Donegall, 152 miles x.w. by N. from Dublin, 12 x.N.w. from
Londonderry, and 20 w. from Moville, romantically and
pleagantly situated on the eastern shore of Lough Swilly,
at the foot of the mountains of Inuishowen. The town
cousists of one long street, near the centre of which is the
market-house, a commodions structure, and adjoining it is
an excellent hotel ; a little below this, on the opposite side,
i8 the sessions house, with a bridewell attached.
